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Unlike the NHS, Care and support is not a free service. People have always had to pay something towards the cost of their care and support. Whilst some types of care and support are provided free, many types will be subject to a charge.
People will only be asked to pay what they can afford. Sometimes the person will pay the full cost and sometimes the cost will be shared between the person and their local authority.

To decide what a person can afford to pay, Hull City Council will carry out a financial assessment. It will consider the person’s income and any assets they own, like a house or other investments. This will inform how much the person can afford to pay towards their care and support costs. There are different rules for the treatment of income depending on whether the person is expected to need care in a care home, or other settings. More detail on financial assessment and charging is available in the Paying for Care handbook.
The financial assessment will ensure that when an adult contributes towards their care and support they are keep a certain amount of money for themselves. This is higher for people with a severe disability or who have additional mobility needs.

 Where Hull City Council agrees to arrange care and support for a person who can afford to pay the full costs of their care the person may ask us to carry out a ‘light-touch’ financial assessment, for example if they do not want to undergo the detailed process. This may be done where someone has means tested benefits or where they clearly have substantial assets. 
After the financial assessment, Hull City Council will tell the person whether they need to pay for all or some of their care costs.
